· Born 1653 (Record of Vicar General of the Archbishop of Canterbury) probably at Cozes, France.
· Older brother of the Reverend Paul Bertrand who emigrated from England to Maryland (R. A. Brock, ed., Huguenot Emigration to Virginia, page ix).
· Son of Paul Bertrand, pastor of Cozes 1650-1660 (F. De Schickler, p. 331). Church records list Paul Bertrand as pastor of Cozes in 1660 but not in 1664 (Collectión Auziere, Saintonge Pasteurs, A-D, Bertrand (Paul), Saintonge Eglises, Bibliotheque de La Societé de L’Histoiŕe Du Protestantísme Francais, Paris).
· Grandson of N. Bertrand, pastor of St. Jean D’Angle, 1614-1619 (Eugene et Haag, La France Protestante, page 456).
· May have studied at Puylaurens, where the Montauban Academy had moved, in March of 1672 and Bordeaux for legal studies in June of 1672 (Un Album Bernois de 1672, pages 514-515).
· Immigrated to England before July of 1677.
· Ordained in the Church of England by Bishop Henry Compton at Fulham Palace 4 July and 12 July 1677 (Church of England Ordination Records, London Guildhall Library and F. De Schickler, Eglises Du Refuge en Angleterre, Tome Deuxieme, 1892, p. 330). These records do not list where he was educated.
· Lived in Lille, France, presumably in the years between 1660 and 1677 (Gabrielle Maupin Bidenstein, How the Huguenots Fared in Virginia, Chapter IV, page 309).
· Served for one month as lecteur at Threadneedle Street French Church in London in 1684 (Threadneedle Street Church Consistory Records for 1684, page 139).
· Married Charlotte de Joly at St. Paul's Covent Garden Church, London, 23 September 1686 and is listed as a resident of that parish (Record of Vicar General of the Archbishop of Canterbury).
· Charlotte de Joly was born in France, the daughter of a French nobleman (R. A. Brock, ed., Huguenot Emigration to Virginia, page ix).
· Charlotte de Joly, 25 years old at the time of the marriage, was born about 1661 and lived at Exeter Court, Strand in London (Record of Vicar General of the Archbishop of Canterbury).
· Received British citizenship by act of the Crown (James II) on 10 October 1688 (David C. A. Agnew, Protestant Exiles From France, pages 50-51).
· Immigrated to Virginia in 1688 and served Sittenbourne Parish (apparently as rector) in Old Rappahannock County which included territory on both sides of the Rappahannock River, in present day Essex and Richmond Counties, under the authority of Bishop of London Henry Compton (R. A. Brock and other Virginia Records).
· Moved to Lancaster County, Virginia in 1692 and purchased a 924 acre plantation which he named Belle Isle (Lancaster, Virginia records); 730 acres of this plantation now constitutes the Belle Isle State Park in Virginia.
· Served as rector of St. Mary’s White Chapel from 1692 until his death in 1701 (Christ Church, Irvington archivist).
· May have served Christ Church in Irvington, VA (but not as rector) sometime between 1692 and 1701 (Christ Church records).
· Had a son, William Bertrand, and daughter Mary Ann Bertrand; William inherited Belle Isle and bequeathed it to his grandson, Thomas Bertrand Griffin, who sold it in 1786; Mary Ann married three times and her third husband was a cousin of the mother of George Washington (Jean Bertrand Will and other Virginia Records).
· Died in 1701; his will and a codicil written by his widow, Charlotte, are preserved in the Library of Virginia in Richmond; the will mentions his nephew, Paul Bertrand, who had previously returned to London after his father's death in Maryland.
· Christ Church, Irvington, VA records list his place of burial as St. Mary’s White Chapel, the church located nearest to Belle Isle. Other sources report that he is buried in an unmarked grave on the grounds of Belle Isle.
· Charlotte Joly Bertrand traveled to England between April 12, 1704 and May of 1705 where her daughter Mary Ann may have married Henry Salkeld of Bothell, Cumberland, England who died by February 1706 (Lancaster County, Virginia Court Records).
· Great-grandson Cyrus Griffin was president of the Continental Congress in 1788, serving as chief executive of the new nation until the inauguration of George Washington as the first President (Virginia Records).
